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YOU’RE EQUIPPED FOR A PURPOSE (1) 
We are...created...to do good works. Ephesians 2:10 

God uses people like you, regular folk with work and family 

responsibilities, mortgages and busy lives. The Bible says, 'we 

are...created...to do good works, which God prepared in advance for 

us to do.' Note the word 'prepared.' It's the same word that's used for 

making sure a team has the training and equipment it needs to win.  

The truth is, we are ...'God's instruments to do his 

work'... (1 Peter 2:9 TM). When do you know the 

true value of an instrument? When it's in the hands 

of a master! So put your life into the Master's hands 

and watch what He does with it.  

He 'saved us...not because of anything we did... 

but because of God's purpose...before time began' (2 Timothy 1:9 NCV).
