Palm Sunday is the sixth Sunday of Lent and the
last Sunday before Easter. It is also known as
Palm Passion Sunday, Willow Sunday, and Flower
Sunday.

Palm Sunday commemorates the ftfriumphal entry of Jesus into
Jerusalem, where he would be crucified five days later. According to
the Gospels, Jesus rode into fown on a donkey as exuberant crowds
hailed him as the Messiah and spread out palm branches and cloaks in
his path.

The event commemorated on Palm Sunday is told in all four gospels
(Matthew 21, Mark 11, Luke 19, John 12). The Matthew narrative, the one

most commonly read in services on Palm Sunday, tells the story this way:

The disciples went and did as Jesus had
instructed them. They brought the
donkey and the colt, placed their cloaks
on them, and Jesus sat on them. A very
large crowd spread their cloaks on the
road, while others cut branches from the
frees and spread them on the road. The
crowds that went ahead of him and
those that followed shouted, "Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is he
who comes in the name of the Lord!
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
